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LAST WEEKôS PROGRAM

President Bruce Golden called the meeting to order and then we sang, along with Pete Meeker, ñMy Country óTis of Theeò (aka 

ñAmericaò), written by Samuel Francis Smith in 1831. The melody is the same as that of the British National Anthem. It was 

also this countries de facto National Anthem until the adoption of the Star Spangled Banner. Charles Doty led us in the pledge of 

allegiance and the four way test. The invocation was given by Bruce Conover Our greeter today was Maria Chapa and our host 

was Michael Fields. Bruce Golden reminded the group that June 29th is the changing of the guard party at the Oasis restaurant at 

7:00 p.m. Bruce also mentioned the ñService to Austinò program, scheduled for November 20th, just before Thanksgiving. (This 

program got dramatic emphasis from Jeff Blackwelder and his ñrunwayò modeling of cleanup tools used by the STA group). 

Bill Parrott then gave recognition to the committee members and Bruce Golden announced the perfect attendance awards, one of 

which reached the 44 year mark. 

Lee Yeakel introduced our guest speaker, Rosemary Lehmberg, the Travis County District Attorney. Rosemary is a native of 

Taylor, Texas and a graduate of UT Austin with a Juris Doctor degree from St. Maryôs University School of Law. After being in 

private practice, she joined the staff of the Travis County District Attorneyôs Office in 1976. Ms. Lehmberg shared three things 

with the group today. She gave us an overview of the District Attorneyôs office, some examples of the ñheadlines behind the 

headlinesò regarding criminal incidents, and her hopes for a better future. 

Rosemaryôs staff includes 96 attorneys involved in five practices: crime, juvenile prosecution, child protective services, family 

law, and the relatively new environmental protection area. She then gave us a couple of examples of facts behind some possible 

misleading reports of criminal offenses in Travis County and then went on to describe future technological advances that will 

help in insuring the prosecution of the right person for a given crime. For example, the Y chromosome test, which will eliminate 

female DNA leaving only male DNA to link to a male suspect, which makes the prosecution process more certain. Regarding 

the death penalty, there is talk of a trend towards elimination but the actual numbers do not reflect that. Stronger and more cer-

tain life without possibility of parole sentencing guidelines would allow prosecutors to seek that outcome rather than the death 

penalty. 

President Bruce Golden then closed the meeting.
