Our new president, Meade Bauer, opened the meeting. Gaines Bagby led us in the song ñThis Land is Your Land, 

This Land is My Landò, a folk song written by Woodie Guthrie in 1940.

Meade Bauer introduced our guest speaker for the day; Robert Khuzami, the Chief Enforcement Officer for the 

SEC. Mr. Khuzami has a long history of holding law enforcement and counter terrorism positions. Today, he heads 

a unit of 3,500 employees in eleven locations throughout the country that interact with some 35,000 entities. Pri-

mary responsibilities include the investigation of all manner of fraud. Mr. Khuzami cited numerous problem situa-

tions including the massive Countywide failure. He brought up personnel issues in the organization, pointing out 

that lack of competition can breed laziness and that at one time the unit had one manager for every 2.2 employees, a 

rather unbalanced ratio. 

Mr. Khuzami stated that patterns emerge that aid in determining when to conduct an investigation -i.e.; one com-

plaint can be misleading but multiple complaints over time tend to complete the picture and usually indicate a real 

problem. Although his unit does measure success by the number of cases opened and closed, he felt that perhaps a 

better measure would be how quickly a case can be closed and the relative importance (priority) of that case. Mr. 

Khuzami closed his comments with the thought that the Rotary Four Way Pledge applies to companies as well. 

President Meade then closed the meeting.
