The pledge and four way test was given by Rick Ravel, 

with the Texas pledge added, and the invocation was by Roy Springer. Our Greeter today was Vic Mathias and our host was Sherry Workman 

President Meade went through the announcements and Charles Doty took the mic and stated that at his wine tasting on July 16, there would be 

an Argentine Tango demonstration. The Thank Goodness basket was handled by Roger Williamson. After a brief fellowship time, the speak-

ers for today were introduced by Diane Ventresca. 

 

Mike McMahan, Board Chair and Lamar Johnson, Development Chair, of The First Tee of Greater Austin were our two guest speakers. The 

First Tee was founded in 19999, and Mike went on to state that it was originally intended to provide better access to the game of golf for 

youths but soon was integrated with the learning of life skills and consequently, really functioned as a youth development organization. The 

organizationôs goal is to positively affect the lives of 7,500 young people in the next five years. Their teaching lesson ñscorecardò mirrors the 

golf terms of par, birdie, and eagle. First Tee engages with youths of all socio-economic backgrounds and minority percentage participation 

reflects the Austin area at large. The organization functions year round and includes a summer camp during school break. They have a three 

hole and a nine hole facility in the Austin area. One of their proudest accomplishments is that they help improve the graduation rate of high 

school students. 

 

Lamar then took the podium and related to the audience that he was a Rotary ñboy of the monthò many years ago in Tyler, Texas; his father 

being a long time member of the club. He stated that First Tee is an international organization headquartered in St. Augustine, Florida, and is 

supported by many golf associations including the PGA and the LPGA. This support includes the curriculum, research, publicity, and per-

formance standards and benchmarking. The First Tee of Austin does not receive any financial support from these associations. They are 

funded locally by grants, associations, corporations, and mostly by individual donations. 

President Meade then closed the meeting.
